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COuNtel Race

I. Players place 12 counters along their strip
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*Players do not have to have a counter on each humber. A humber can have more than one counter on it.
2. Players roll Z dice, add the humbers together and take off a counter if they have one on that humber.
*Only 1 counter can be removed at a time

3. The winner is the first person to take away all their counters!
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*You can play this game by yourself. Just count how many turns it takes to remove all of your counters!
